An Old Tibetan Document on the Uighurs: A New Translation and
Interpretation

Federica Venturi', Chinese translation by Tursunjan Imin’ and Chen Yongjun’

The Old Tibetan document P.t.1283 presents important historical data for the study of the history of
ancient Turkic and Uighur peoples. Since the publication of this document, it has been the subject of
extensive research. This article presents one of the scholarly achievements in the study of this document.
The first half of the article provides a brief overview of the P.t.1283 document, addressing questions
related to its title, language, and original source. It also includes a review of previous research conducted
by earlier scholars. The second half of the paper offers a new translation and annotation of the second
part of the P.t.1283 document, with a particular focus on sections that are difficult to decipher or where
previous interpretations have been problematic.

A Tibetan Inscription by IHa Bla ma Ye shes 'od from Dkor (Spu)
Rediscovered

Based on the results of the investigations, the author provides a new transcription and translation of the
Tibetan inscription carved on a stone stele located at the village of Dkor (Spu), Kinnaur. Although badly
damaged, this inscription records the name of Ye shes 'od and the events of the commission of his sons to
Dkor during a dragon year. The date of this inscription is the wood dragon year of 1004 CE, which then
leads to the inference that Ye shes 'od was still alive in 1004.
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
